WILLIAM WARHAM, Archbishop of Canterbury, was on e of the most powerful men in Britain when Henry VII was king.





He belonged to a Hampshire family, and was educated at Winchester and  Oxford, afterwards practicing and teaching law in London and Oxford. 





Later he took holy orders, held two livings, and became master of the rolls in 1494.


He was a clever diplomatist who helped to arrange the marriage between Henry VII’s son, Arthur, and Catherine of Aragon; he was responsible for several business  deals and other treaties with Flanders, Burgundy and the German king.
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Bradworthy’s local Bishop in Tudor times was a man called Miles Coverdale.

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When Henry VIII wanted to divorce his first wife he turned to the Archbishop of Canterbury, Thomas Cranmer, who granted him an annulment, with Catherine to renounce her title as Queen, and to become known as the Princess Dowager of Wales. Henry was now free to marry Anne Boleyn

Tomas was born in Ipswich in 1471. His father was a successful merchant who was rich enough to give his son a good education. In 1514 Henry made Woolsey his Lord Chancellor. At this time Henry was only twenty-three and preferred hunting, gambling and dancing to governing the country. Henry therefore only spent about an hour a day on government busyness’ friends. He is a religious leader and rules over a diocese, or group of churches within a certain area
