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Clergymen were Tudor vicars. 
They were very badly paid but had a free house and free food. They were very highly respected by locals.
During Tudor times the country went from Catholic to Protestant, then back to Catholic and then Protestant again.Very confusing for the local vicar !

The language used in church even changed from Latin to English which caused quite a lot of trouble.
