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Gentlemen were people that were not quite as well off or powerful as the king or queen but who were much better off than yeomen and citizens. 
They would have lived in huge stately homes and would have had many servants to look after them and run their huge estates.
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They would have worn the very best clothes and eaten the finest foods. 
Gentlemen incuded Earls, Barons and Dukes and  they would have advised their monarch (their King or Queen) about things like how to run the country.

It was often hard for a King or Queen to rule without their help. 
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Gentlemen would dread having the King or Queen coming over to stay as it was very expensive to feed them, especially as they brought along all their servants and followers. 
King Henry VII would sometimes travel with over 300 people and that’s a lot of plates to fill!!!
