Literacy Report, Spring 2009
Standards

Standards have bee consistently high for a number of years.

Progress across the school has been very good and this is reflected by our Value Added Score which has been significantly above the national average in three of the last four years.

Standards at the end of KS1 have risen to the point where they were significantly above the national average in 2008.

This is anticipated to be the case again in 2009.

Year 6 Leavers in Summer 2008:
· The group’s Value Added Scores for reading was 105.1 which is well above the expected level of improvement over Key Stage 2.
· The group’s Value Added Scores for writing was 100.9 which is above the expected level of improvement over Key Stage 2.
Average Point Scores

· The groups progress across Key Stage 2 in reading was well above that which might have been expected and this represents very good progress from Key Stage 1. The group scored 32.1 points rather than the expected 27 which is 5.1 points (or 5 school terms) above expectation.

· The groups progress across Key Stage 2 in writing was above that which might have been expected based on the children’s performance at the end of Key Stage 1. They scored 27.9 points rather than the expected 26 which is 1.9 points (or 2 school terms) above expectation.

Year 5 (Year 6 in 2008/09):

· The group’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.8 which is in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of Year 5.

· Writing’s Value Added Score shows progression in line with that to be expected, however reading (99.1) is a little below expectation.

· The boy’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.6 which is broadly in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of  Year 5.

· The girl’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.8 which is broadly in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of  Year 5.

Year 4 (Year 5 in 2008/09):

· The group’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.7 which is broadly in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of  Year 4.

· Writings Value Added Score is as expected. Reading (101.8) is well above expectation.

· The boy’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.8 which is broadly in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of Year 4.

· The girl’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.4 which is slightly below the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of Year 4.
Year 3 (Year 4 in 2008/09):

· The group’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 100.14 which is in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of Year 3.

· Reading (101.4) is above expectation. Writing (99.2) is below expectation.

· The boy’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 99.7 which is in line with the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of Year 3.

· The girl’s combined Value Added Scores for reading, writing and maths was 100.9 which is above the expected level of improvement through Key Stage 2 to the end of Year 3.
The results of monitoring do not suggest that there are any serious issues within Key Stage 2 in the school.

Levels in reading are a little below expectation in the current Year 6 and this will be addressed through additional support and revision as a part of class work and SAT preparation.

Writing will need close monitoring as the concerned children progress through Year 4. 

The Value Added Scores are not significantly below average and Year 3 SAT results are not always reliable. 

End of Key Stage 1 Monitoring:
Average Point Scores (reading)

· The group’s overall average point score for reading was 16.7 (Level 2a) which is above average for the end of Key Stage 1.

· The boy’s overall average point score for reading was 16.8 (Level 2a) which is above average for the end of Key Stage 1.

· The girl’s overall average point score for reading was 16.5 (Level 2a) which is above average for the end of Key Stage 1.

Average Point Scores (writing)

· The group’s overall average point score for writing was 16.42 which is above the average range for the end of Key Stage 1.

· The boy’s overall average point score for writing was 16.4 which is above average for the end of Key Stage 1.

· The girl’s overall average point score for writing was 16.45 which is above average for the end of Key Stage 1.

Overall the results show that this group has made good progress across Key Stage 1 in the manor anticipated by the end of Foundation Stage Profile.

Expected progress through Key Stage 2 should show this group functioning either within or very close to the level 5 range.

There are no significant differences between boys and girls.
Mid-Year Monitoring (Spring 2009):

There are a small group of children in Year 4 who are considered as being at risk of not achieving their end of year targets.
The children are based in Class 3 and an additional allocation of Class support has been made available so that we can make an appropriate intervention at an early stage.

(None of the children were considered to be at risk of under-achievement in September 2008).

This shows that on the basis of mid-year monitoring the vast majority of children are making appropriate progress towards their individual targets.
Teaching

· Teaching across the school has been observed to be consistently good.

· The new literacy framework has been introduced and is being used across the school.
· Observed lessons have had appropriate objectives and are differentiated so that all children are able to succeed. Class support is used in and organised and effective way, so that children are able to access work and achieve success. 

· Questioning has been observed to be effective, probing children and helping them to clarify their ideas.

· APP has been introduced and is part of a major school development linked to assessment, target setting and reporting.

· Speaking and Listening is a school development objective and a plan has been produced by the co-ordinator.

· Our new target setting process is allowing the children to focus on the things that they need to do to improve.

· We have moved to a point where we are focusing our marking on the opportunities that we have to give verbal feedback to children with respect to the things that they need to do to improve. This links to the targets in their Target Books.
· We will be moderating the writing that the children produce in their SATs as part of our progress towards the implementation of APP.

Learning

· The children have consistently demonstrated an outstanding attitude towards their work in literacy and this is a contributing factor to the good progress that they make across the school.
· Children are making very good progress across the school.
· Set targets are at least achieved and often exceeded. 
· Where tracking indicates a child, or group of children, are at risk of not achieving their target intervention strategies are applied. The success of this is indicated by the fact that children do not remain on consecutive lists.
