Extended Services in and around Schools (ESS) self review form

The Core Offer of Extended Services in and around Schools (ESS) is a key element of Every Child Matters and it will be a priority for action in the renewed Children and Young People’s Plan (2008-11). The strategy will be discussed with a Schools’ Forum sub-group which will report to the Raising Achievement Board of the Schools’ Forum. 

Planning needs to be based on an informed picture of what is happening in Devon schools. Comparison of the January 2007 census returns with reliable information we do have about schools, indicates that many did not do themselves justice, possibly because of lack of available up to date information on the core offer.

The Director discussed with the association chairs how we might redress the balance, through ensuring we have the evidence base we need. The result is the attached self-review. I would be very grateful if you could complete this and send it as an email attachment to: schoolsextendedservices@devon.gov.uk by 
Friday 16 November at the latest. 

This is a one off activity which will:

· provide a baseline for more effective planning to support delivery of the Core Offer

· inform Devon’s Childcare Sufficiency Assessment and the development of Devon’s Parenting Support strategy

· Update Devon’s ESS profile on the Training and Development Agency database, which is reported to the Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF).

Of equal importance is that it will enable you to:

· recognise the breadth of the contribution your school makes to improving outcomes for children and young people and identify priorities for future development

· reflect the extent to which the school delivers on the core offer in the annual review and School Improvement Partner visits
· identify ESS activities in the SEF

· complete the school census return in a more informed way.

The ESS agenda contributes to a wide range of government targets but most significantly, by fully delivering on the Core Offer, schools working in partnership with other agencies can really make every child matter.

I hope that the ESS Prospectus provides you with useful information, and that completing the self review form is helpful in developing core offer provision. I look forward to receiving it.

However the consultation revealed a small demand for before school child care and the school have provided this, by the way of opening the school from 8am with supervised games, ICT, homework time, and study support available.

All activites are available to boys and girls, these include, football, netball, cricket, tag rugby, language teaching for Spanish, Athletics where children can gain awards, basketball, cross country, multi skills twice a week, recorder club, fitness club, drama,

The school offers some aspects of a varied menu of activities. 
	choir, brass band. There is an outdoor activities plan too with clubs including- sailing, canoeing, surfing, rock climbing, hill walking, Dartmoor Challenge, sports leaders awards for KS2, swimming, Art and craft. In addition Volleyball club will be starting. Further clubs are provided by Bude Haven Community school such as girls football. A homework club was run but there was little or no demand for it so support is available before school or during the day when a child requires it.

The school does not offer study support or out of school hours activities.
	The school has speacalist teachers come into the school for music tuition (piano, guitar) and an art teacher. The school engages in Bude Haven Community College festivals and Holsworthy Community College festivals. 

	Comments:

Large number of extra-curricular trips including recent residentials to Bath (Y3) for 3 days, Penzance (Y4) for 3 days & North Wales (Y5 & 6) for 5 days. Trips to London, the science museum, theatres, galleries, the beach, local history projects, the Civil war museum 1646, Rosemoor gardens, Broomhill gardens and Buckfast Abbey.  Subsidies for those experiencing financial hardship are available for all trips and residentials. The school signposts to a range of holiday programmes at Bude Haven holiday programme, Torridge district council activities, Thorne Manor holiday club, Bude after school club, and Holsworthy and Bideford leisure centres.

The school has implemented full access to parenting support that meets community need. Appropriate management, relationships, resources and financial arrangements for this are in place.


	The majority of the Children leaving the school at year 6 go to Holsworthy Community College. The pupils have a two day visit to the school with SEN pupils and any pupils who maybe apprehensive or nervous about the transition having extra days. Children and teachers from the community college come into the school and take some lessons and carry out reading with the children of the primary school. This is carried out over a 6 week period with technology teachers coming in and teaching the year 5's as well. Parents receive prospectuses and attend parents evenings and Q and A sessions with their child. Children that don't go to Holsworthy CC go to Bude Haven where the School has established an extensive Years6/7 programme to support transition for students and their families. This includes as many day visits for pupils as they may require, the provision of an individual parent appointment day in addition to traditional parent’s evenings.
The school has a nursery on site and provides half day visits for children in the summer and autum terms before their full days begin. Prospectuses, a range of meetings, teachers go into the nursery, open evenings are provided for parents and children to allow all children and parents to be as relaxed and happy as possible.

Caterpillar Club run fortnightly for parents and under 5s.

Induction sessions run for parents of new children.

	Large programme has run at school in past (funded by Europe) which included Maths, Computers & Parenting.  Numbers had dwindled, though Head feels there may be potential to revisit some of these now that largely new cohort of parents.  School would be keen to look at this in future, though this is not a priority for the school at the moment. 

The school has a newsletter which goes out weekly, a website http://www.bradworthy.devon.sch.uk/ and the children produce a newspaper 3 times a year. There is a parents notice board and all provide local and national information and support.
