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School Performance

Welcome to Bradworthy County Primary School.
We would like to welcome you and your child to Bradworthy County Primary School. We hope that over the time that you are with us we will develop a partnership of trust and understanding that will benefit and enhance your child’s education. 

Our aim is that Bradworthy County Primary School , by working in partnership with parents and the community , will be a happy and enriching learning environment . We hope that by celebrating the children’s achievements , helping them fulfil their potential , respecting their differences and encouraging   kindness , consideration and respect , we will foster self - esteem and provide a sound foundation for their future life .
Bradworthy County Primary School was built in 1872 as a Board School. Its one large classroom was eventually divided into three and with the addition of two temporary classrooms continued to be used as the main teaching space until 1985. In that year as a part of its policy to upgrade old schools rather than build new ones the Local Education Authority remodelled the building.

The original school was converted into a superb hall equipped with gymnasium apparatus for Physical Education plus stage blocks and lights for drama. A new teaching block was built on the site of the former playground and linked to the original building. Four new classrooms were built with underfloor central heating and linking doors. In the centre of this block is a central technology area where the school’s multimedia , internet connected computer network is housed. Each class uses the centre on a rota basis.

In September 2002 the school benefited further from a second building project in response to an increasing school roll, which required the setting up of an extra class from September 2000. The project has allowed us to construct a purpose built area for our younger children which includes a large new classroom with an adjacent covered outdoor play area which is accessible by both Key Stage 1 classes and playgroup. We have also been able to provide our younger children with their own toilet and cloakroom areas away from the older children.

This building project has also provided us with additional office and store space, a group teaching area and an extended and re-modelled computer area.   

A modern kitchen is attached to the school and provides excellent dinners cooked on the premises by our own school staff. The school took responsibility for its own catering in April 2004 and we are now able to produce meals of an excellent quality prepared from locally produced food.

We also operate a break time service.

Outside we have three large playground areas, one of which is fenced and suitable for 

a range of ball games and a full sized football field, which in addition to their use during breaks allow us to provide a very full range of sporting activities.

A pre-school playgroup operates each weekday morning into a refurbished outside classroom and this provides the school a valuable link with the pre-school child .
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The school benefits from an active and flourishing Parent Teachers’ Association which was formed in the 1980’s. All parents are automatically members of the association and are welcome at all meetings which they are notified of through their children. 

During the year many different fund raising and social events are held and money  raised spent on extra equipment for the school. 

A parent education group operates within the school which seeks to encourage members of the local community to enrol in courses both to their own and the school’s benefit.

Bradworthy County Primary School offers excellent facilities for your child’s development. We are proud of our school and encourage our parents, pupils and governors to take an active interest in the school to enable us all to constantly improve the quality of education we give to each child.

At Bradworthy we constantly aim to encourage pupils to develop to their full potential in a structured , secure and happy setting , thus laying foundations for maturation into responsive and enquiring scholars who are responsible, polite and thoughtful.
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We aim to achieve the highest of standards of quality in the relationships that we form, in the learning environment that we provide, in the development of the child as a whole and in the curriculum that we offer.

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Pastoral Care

At Bradworthy School we approach the care of our children in a positive way, reinforcing the philosophy and ethos of the school and following the school discipline policy.

Our children are fully supervised and we place great emphasis on the welfare and well being of the children in our care.

We aim for our children to feel happy and secure in whatever activity they are taking part in. Teachers, non-teaching staff, welfare staff and other adult helpers are encouraged to approach the care of our children in a positive way, reinforcing the philosophy and ethos of the school and following the school discipline policy. Full supervision also continues during all extra-curricular activities such as clubs. Children may not enter the building at break times without the permission of the member of staff on duty.

Minor difficulties, worries or upsets involving any child which arise within the classroom or in the playground are dealt with by the class teacher or the member of staff on duty. The child or children concerned are always fully involved in any discussion about an incident or concern.

More serious incidents or concerns about a child’s behaviour, health or welfare may be referred to the class teacher or the Headteacher.

A child’s parents or guardians may be contacted if it is felt necessary to involve them in dealing with a particular situation or concern. This is usually carried out by means of personal contact when the child is collected from school or by a telephone call or letter.

Parents are always welcomed and encouraged to contact their child’s class teacher or Headteacher if they have any concerns or worries. We encourage parents to share concerns about home circumstances or medical matters which may affect their child’s work or behaviour in school. Any discussions are held in confidence if desired or necessary.

All our children are encouraged to talk freely and openly to any member of staff if they have any worries or problems of any kind on a work or personal level. Staff respond to children in a sympathetic and concerned way, offering advice, support, guidance and reassurance, in confidence if required.

Discipline

The school operates the following code of conduct :

· All members of the school community are expected to respect each other

· All children are expected to respect their teachers, other adults and fellow pupils

· All children are expected to respect their own and other people’s property and to take care of books and equipment

· Children are asked to be well-behaved, well-mannered and attentive

· Children should walk (not run) when moving around school
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· If a child has a grievance against another child, it must be reported to a member of staff who will deal with the matter

· Physical violence is not acceptable, neither is retaliation. Repeated or serious incidents will lead to exclusion

· Foul or abusive language must not be used

· Children are expected to be punctual

· Children must not bring sharp or dangerous instruments to school, or any item that might cause a problem

· All Children must wear the correct school uniform

A major aim of the school policy is to encourage children to practice good behaviour by operating a system of praise and reward. This is for all children.

The Bradworthy School scheme is based on merit awards through which children can be rewarded for academic and non-academic achievements, for effort and for being caring, and for all aspects of good work and behaviour.

Most children respond to this positive approach where their efforts are seen to be valued, and make considerable efforts to improve their work, and, where necessary, their behaviour.

Sadly, there will be times when children are badly behaved. Children need to discover where the bounds of acceptable behaviour lie, as this is a part of growing up.

Each case is treated individually. Generally children are made aware that they are responsible for their own actions and that breaking rules will lead to punishments.

Normal sanctions include a verbal reprimand and reminder of expected behaviour, loss of free time such as playtimes, moving to sit alone, letters of apology, loss of responsibility, withdrawal from class for short periods and standing outside the office during break periods.

Parents will be involved at the earliest possible stage, if problems are persistent or recurring. Children may then be placed on a daily or weekly report system to monitor their behaviour with parents’ support.

Parents can help:

· By recognising that an effective school behaviour policy requires close partnership between parents, teachers and children

· By discussing the school rules with their child, emphasising their support of them and assisting when possible with their enforcement

· By attending Parents’ Evenings, parents’ functions and by developing informal contacts with school

· By knowing that learning and teaching cannot take place without sound discipline

· By remembering that staff deal with behaviour problems patiently and positively
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There are formal procedures for dealing with serious breeches of the school code of conduct. Please note that it is very rare for any child at Bradworthy School to behave in a manner requiring the use of the following procedures :

· A verbal warning by the Headteacher as to future conduct

· Withdrawal from the classroom for the rest of the day

· A letter to parents informing them of the problem

· A meeting with parents, and either a warning given about the next stage unless there is an improvement in the child’s behaviour

· If the problem is severe or recurring then exclusion procedures are implemented

· A case conference involving parents and support agencies

· Permanent exclusion after consultation with the Governing Body and the LEA

· Parents have the right of appeal to the Governing Body against any decision to exclude

A very serious problem may result in the normal procedure being abandoned and a child being taken home straight away.

The school’s full policy is available at school if you wish to see it.

Assemblies takes place between 1.15pm and 1.30pm each day.

Morning break takes place between 10.15am and 10.30am.

5 minutes is allowed each morning for purposes of registration .

Children in Key Stage 2 are provided with 24 hours 35 minutes of lesson time each week and children in Key Stage 1 with 23 hours 20 minutes . This excludes breaks , acts of collective worship and registration.

On arriving at school the children should wait in the playground with their coats and belongings, unless it is raining or cold in which case they should come straight into their classrooms where they should settle down with a quiet activity such as reading.

Children with packed lunch boxes should put them in their class box , which is just inside the main school doors as soon as they arrive in school.

The bell will be rung, to signal the children to line up, at 8.55am each morning and 1.10pm each afternoon. This is so that each session can begin promptly but we would like to  point out that children who are not in line at these times are not late for school.

We request that parents leave their children on the playground in the mornings and not come with them into school . It is an important part of a child’s development that they start to become independent and we feel that coming into the school building by themselves is an important first step. 

The class teachers are busy preparing for the day before 8.55am but if you do need to talk to them we are happy for you to come in and do so . They are also usually available right at the end of the day if you need to speak to them at any length.

We believe that good communication between the school and parents is very important and parents are encouraged to speak to their children’s teachers whenever they need to. Problems can usually be dealt very easily if we know about them straight away. 

We are most grateful at Bradworthy school to all parents who ensure that their children arrive at school on time, properly dressed and ready to learn .

Any child arriving after the register has been taken but before 9.30am will have their absence mark amended with an “L” for late. After this time the child will be marked as an unauthorised absence unless a satisfactory explanation is given.

It is the parents responsibility to inform the school of the reason for a child’s absence as soon as they possibly can. Wherever possible this should be done via a written note, however telephoning the school office or telling the class teacher verbally are acceptable alternatives.
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If you are planning to take your child out of school during the day please make sure you inform their class teacher in advance via a written note, telling them verbally or by ringing the school office.

If your child is to go home for lunch it is the parents responsibility to inform the school and no child will be released unless prior arrangements have been made.

Children may be granted authorised leave of absence, for annual family holidays, for up to 14 days during any one school year. It should be pointed out that this is not a right and requests should be made to the Headteacher on an official form which is available from the school office.

If a child is absent from school for a period of longer than 14 days without good cause, or without the school being notified at all as to the reason for absence then it is school policy to contact the Authority.

Schools are now required by law to record and report information regarding absences.

During the school year 2001 / 2002 the attendance rate at the school was 94.6% which is close to the national average.

Regular attendance at school is most important. Education is a slow continuous process that does not respond well to frequent or long interruptions. Since the introduction of the National Curriculum our timetable has become very full and it is very difficult to find the time to go back over work that has been missed.

Visits to the Village

As the road is dangerous children are not permitted to visit the village unsupervised at any time or for any reason without a written request from their parents.

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School Admission

It is preferable to admit new children to the school at the beginning of a term, or half term, however requests will be considered at any time.

Parents wishing to visit the school prior to their child’s admission should make an appointment by ringing the School Office.

Before starting school an Admission Form must be completed. This can be obtained from the School Office. 

The Admission criteria advised by Devon County Council gives priority as follows:

1. Children living in the school’s designated area with a sibling already attending the school.

2. Other children living in the school’s designated area.

3. Children living outside the school’s designated area with a sibling already attending the school.

4. Other children living outside the school’s designated area.

Where there is a particular medical or social justification for admission priority may be given. 

The Headteacher has authority to admit, or refuse to admit, a child and must base decisions on the above criteria.

Where parents disagree with this decision appeal may be made to the Chair of Governors via the school. 

Children whose birthdays fall between 1st September and the end of February inclusive will be admitted to the school at the start of the Autumn Term prior to their 5th birthday.

Children whose birthdays fall between 1st March and the 31st August inclusive will be admitted to the school at the start of the Spring Term prior to their 5th birthday.

Parents may wish to discuss alternative arrangements with the Headteacher. If a child is thought to be ready for school before this, then a letter accompanied by a doctors report needs to be sent to the School Governors who will consider the situation and interview the parents prior to a decision being made.

Any child who, on reaching the age of transfer to secondary school, would benefit from further teaching at primary level must have a report from an Educational Psychologist and a recommendation from the Local Education Authority for this extension time to be granted.

School Transport

The Authority has a policy on the provision of school transport. It provides, for example, for free school transport where a pupil lives beyond the agreed statutory distance. The statutory distance is defined as two miles for children up to eight years of age and three miles for those aged eight and over. To qualify, the statutory distance is measured by 
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using the shortest available route between the home and the school that serves the home address. Some pupils may be given free transport even when they live within the distance for special reasons, eg medical grounds. It is the parents responsibility to arrange for children to travel in safety between the home and picking-up and setting-down points. Parents are also responsible whilst children are waiting at pick-up points.

Where the Authority is not obliged to provide transport, including where parents choose a school other than the one which serves their home address, it is the parents responsibility to make arrangements for and meet the costs of travel between home and school.

Where spare seats on the County Council’s school transport vehicles, or contractors’ vehicles are available these may be occupied by children not entitled to free transport on the purchase of a concessionary ticket. Adequate warning will be given to parents should the concession need to be withdrawn.

If parents are unhappy about the way in which this policy has been applied the Area Education Office will be willing to discuss any concerns. An appeals procedure exists.

Transfer to Secondary Education

In the September following your child’s eleventh birthday there is transfer to Secondary Education.  The majority of children from Bradworthy will transfer to Holsworthy Community College.

In the Autumn  Term prior to the transfer (that is at the beginning of Year 6) the LEA will send parents information about schools available and asking them to make a choice.

Holsworthy Community School holds an open evening for both parents and children early in the Autumn Term, offering an opportunity to visit the school and find out what they offer.

During the terms prior to transfer there is contact between the secondary school and Bradworthy.  Requests are made about children who will need extra support on transfer and if this is required staff from Holsworthy Community School visit those children in their present class.  Your child’s class teacher fills in a report for the school and SATs results are sent on. This is all to help your child to settle in easily.  During July the children visit their new school for at least one day, children transferring to Holsworthy Community School attend for two days.
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School Meals

School dinners are cooked on the premises and served each day in the school hall.

The current cost ( Autumn 2007 ) of school dinners is £1.60 per day.

Menus are sent home at regular intervals and the children asked to place their orders for the week on a Monday morning when the weeks dinner money will also be collected. Please try to send the correct money in a sealed envelope, as change is in short supply or write a cheque made payable to Devon County Council ( D.C.C. ).

The children may bring a packed lunch if preferred. Facilities are provided in the dinning hall for children to eat their packed lunches. 

The school will provide water for all children to drink but some parents do send their children with a flask of their own drink. We would prefer the children to bring non-fizzy drinks. Please make sure that all flasks are unbreakable and have a secure , leak proof top.

Free school meals are available for those in receipt of Income Support or Jobseekers Allowance. Application forms are available in confidence from the school office. 

During the lunch break overall  responsibility is the Headteacher’s who will , if absent from the premises during the lunch break , delegate responsibility to the deputising teacher.

At all times a member of staff will be left in charge.

Three mealtime assistants are employed to supervise the children in the dinner hall and on the playground during the lunch break. A member of the teaching staff will always be on call for emergencies.

Children are encouraged to eat all of their dinner and to behave in a polite , well mannered way at all times.

Snacks

Some children need a snack during their morning break. We discourage foods like sweets and chocolate, rather we would prefer the children bring foods like fruit or crisps.

The school operates a breaktime service where for a cost of 30p per day ( Autumn 2007 ) the children are able to buy a milk drink ( milk, milkshake, hot chocolate ) or fresh orange juice and a snack. Snacks vary but include a choice of home-made biscuit or cake, fruit, raisins and pop corn.
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School Uniform

We believe that a school uniform is very important:

· It looks smart

· Wears well

· Contributes to a sense of belonging

· Gives a common purpose

· Fosters a feeling of pride
· It provides the children with  a sense of discipline which is reflected in their general behaviour and their attitude to work

At Bradworthy School we seek to attain high standards in every aspect of school life .

A high standard of dress is one important , and visible , aspect of this . 

We ask that all children wear the uniform and we encourage them to maintain a good standard of clean and tidy dress in school.

Our school uniform is as follows:

For summer wear ( compulsory from the first day of the summer term until autumn half-term ) :

Boys - Royal blue school sweatshirt / Yellow polo-shirt.

           Grey shorts.

           Long grey socks.

           Plain black shoes, trainers or sandals.

Girls - Royal blue school sweatshirt / Yellow polo-shirt.

           Grey skirt or blue gingham dress.

           Long white socks.

           Plain black shoes, trainers or sandals.

           ( Girls may wear grey shorts and socks if they wish ).

On colder days girls may wear grey tights. 

Long trousers are not part of the school’s summer uniform.

For winter wear : 

We encourage the children to wear the above uniform throughout the year, however when it is colder, boys and girls may wear grey trousers as an alternative to shorts or skirts.

Parents are asked to ensure that all items are labelled clearly with their child’s name.

For safety reasons we ask that the children do not wear jewellery in school. This includes earrings other than stud earrings.

For health and safety reasons it is important that children are properly dressed for any physical activity.

Our uniform for PE is as follows:

Girls may wear a royal blue games skirt instead of shorts if they wish.

Shorts and socks may be purchased from the school at a price of £2.50 and £2.00 each.

The children should be barefoot when they are in the school hall but will need appropriate footwear , such as trainers , for outdoor wear.

Football boots are a good idea for use on the field but not essential.

Preferably the children should wear long, knee length, socks for outdoor games.

When the weather is colder boys and girls may choose to wear sweatshirts, preferably in school colours.

Children may wear other suitable items of sportswear , such as replica football kits , when they are involved in outdoor games such as football or tag rugby.

For swimming children need a one piece costume, flip flops and a towel. A drawstring bag is needed to contain swimming kit. Children with sores, cuts or  verrucas are not allowed in the pool.

PE kit should be kept in a named drawstring bag.

PE kit should be kept in school and returned home for washing at weekends and holidays.

When children are outside in hot sunny weather they are encouraged to wear baseball caps and use sunscreen creams. 

A lost property box is kept just inside the main entrance to the hall and you are welcome to check it at any time. It will be emptied at the end of each school year.
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Administration of Medicines during School Hours

From time to time, parents request that the school should dispense medicines which need to be administered at regular intervals to children.

These requests fall into two categories:

· Children who require emergency medication on a long term basis because of the chronic nature of their illness (for example, asthma and epilepsy)

· Children who are suffering from casual ailments (coughs, colds etc.)

If a parent would like the school to administer medicines, or they would like their child to administer their own medication ( for example in the case of an asthma inhaler ) they must first fill in an official authorisation form which is available from the office. Where a child travels to school by bus the child may bring medication with them but the parent is responsible for contacting the school to inform us. Where no contact has been made medicine will not be administered. An official form will be sent home with the child and must be returned the following day. 

The medicines must be brought into school in a properly labelled container which states: 
 (a) The name of the medicine, (b) The dosage and (c) The time of administration.

Medicines will be kept in a secure place by staff in accordance with safety requirements.

Please note that teachers are not required to dispense medicines as part of their contracts and any involvement is purely on a voluntary basis.
A record is kept in the Office, and made known to anyone having responsibility for a child ( unless a parent expressly requests otherwise ), of any child’s allergy to any form of medication (if notified by the parent) any long term illness, for example asthma, and details on any child whose health might give cause for concern.

It is the parents responsibility to inform the school of any relevant medical conditions and at all times the child’s right to confidentiality will be respected.

Policy on First Aid in school

All staff, both teaching and non-teaching are responsible for dealing with minor incidents requiring first aid.

During lesson time first aid is administered by the class teacher or classroom assistant. At lunch times or during morning break first aid is administered by the meal time assisstant or member of staff on duty.

If there is any concern about the first aid which should be administered then the qualified first aiders will be consulted.
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Several members of staff currently hold first aid certificates but it should be noted that this is not a contractual obligation and does not form a part of our job descriptions.

All accidents, other than those of a very minor nature, will be recorded in a Record of First Aid Treatment book. A copy of this is kept by the first aid box in the staffroom. All details will be filled in, including any treatment given.

Where an accident is judged to be of a more serious nature the child’s parent or guardian will be informed. Where this is not possible the Headteacher, or their deputising officer, will act in “loco parentis” and seek medical attention if they judge it necessary.

If a child suffers a head injury, and it is judged to be of a minor nature, you will be informed by a letter carried home by the child, or verbally by their class teacher so that you can monitor their condition at home.

The School Health Service

Every school in Devon has the services of a trained School Nurse who is supported by a School Doctor. The School Health Service provides advice on the health of its children as it relates to their educational needs. 

After school entry a health interview involving the parent and child will be offered. This will seek to identify health problems including vision testing, sweep hearing testing, weight and height and health advice as appropriate.

In year 3 there will be a health interview involving the child only. This will cover a vision test, colour vision test, identification of health problems and health education as appropriate.  
Health and Safety

The aim of our school is to create an atmosphere of carefulness both in and out of school, this is for all users of the school, children, school staff, parents and the community.

This carefulness includes:
· The ability of each individual to protect him/her self 

· Concern and consideration for the safety of others 

· Knowledge of what to do in certain situations 

· Alertness and control 

· Cultivation of good habits

For children, good safety habits are taught as part of the whole curriculum. This can be through topics, for instance, a safe place to play which could include Science, English or Technology, and the involvement of outside agencies such as the police, fire brigade, road safety officer etc. 

It might also be through a health related topic such as smoking.
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At Bradworthy School children are encouraged to develop healthy habits through good health and hygiene routines, for example regular exercise or care of themselves, personal hygiene etc. A positive policy for healthy eating is maintained at school.

We believe that children learn best through practical experiences and active involvement in all areas of the curriculum. Children are taught to have care and consideration for themselves and others:

· In the classroom

· When using equipment eg scissors, tools, PE apparatus 

· When moving around school

· When carrying out investigations eg a pond, pollution, soil studies

· When on educational visits

We have a limited number of school rules, which are for safety reasons, such as walking round school, playing in sight of an adult on duty, care of property etc.

It is vital that parents and pupils understand that certain codes of behaviour are required to be followed especially during the teaching of subjects where potential hazards are present. Under the Heath and Safety at Work Act the County Council has responsibility to provide training to its staff and they in turn to pass on their knowledge in the course of their teaching.

It should be noted that if a pupil consistently flouts procedures laid down and explained by staff and another person is injured or property damaged the pupil and parents, and not the LEA, may be held liable.

The school is at all times in compliance with statutory legislation.
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Special Educational Needs

It is stated that 20% of children will need extra support in some form, to that of their  peers at some point in their school life.

Here at Bradworthy we strive to be aware of all children’s needs whether they be educational, physical,   medical or emotional and  whether they be long  or short term.

We aim to identify these children as early as possible and provide the support that is needed either from within the school or by seeking help from other appropriate professionals.

The school has a Special Educational Needs Policy and a named teacher who acts a Special Needs Co-ordinator.  Mr Furber is the present  SENCO (Special Needs Co-ordinator.

Children who have any special needs are placed on the Special Needs Register that we are legally required to maintain. The school will discuss a child needs with the parents before their name is entered onto the Register.
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Collective Worship

The Collective Worship Policy at Bradworthy School follows the guidance of:

· Circular 1/94 Religious Education and Collective Worship

· Devon Local Education Authority Guidelines on Collective Worship in Maintained Schools

“In the light of the Christian traditions of Great Britain, collective worship is to be wholly or mainly of a broadly Christian character.” (Education Reform Act 1988, Education Act 1993)

Education Reform Act (1988) and the Education Act (1993) state that acts of worship may contain certain elements drawn from a number of different faiths, but that within each term, the majority of acts of worship must be wholly or mainly of a broadly Christian character.

At Bradworthy School our collective worship is broadly Christian but is distinct from corporate worship within a faith group. There are occasions when other faiths are the focus during collective worship, (for example festivals, holy days etc).

Acts of Collective Worship take place daily in the school hall as follows :

Parents have the right to withdraw their child from acts of worship.

Arrangements are made for children who are withdrawn from collective worship. All children will be provided with appropriate classwork and will be supervised by members of staff (on a rota basis).

A more detailed policy statement may be viewed at the school.

Sex Education

The school’s philosophy aims to provide a stimulating and caring environment in which each child may experience high standards of education and preparation for the future, working in partnership with parents and the local community. The Policy for Sex Education is written in accordance with this philosophy.

Our Sex Education Policy aims to :
· To reassure children of their value and self-worth including aspects of dignity, self respect and self-restraint
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· To nurture a responsible attitude towards personal relationships including aspects of mutual respect and care and to develop sensitivity towards the needs of others encompassing fidelity and loyalty

· To provide knowledge of loving relationships

· To provide knowledge of human reproductive processes

· To inform children on matters of personal hygiene and related health issues

· To encourage exploration of values and moral issues taking into account physical and moral risks associated with certain behaviour

· To educate against discrimination and prejudice

· To empower children to make informed choices about sex

Sex Education at Bradworthy is to be taught across the curriculum and it will not be possible to separate out all the Sex Education lessons. There will however, be occasional specific lessons when Health Professionals will be invited to address the children in the presence of the class teacher. Notification will always be sent to parents in advance of such lessons. If, as a parent, you feel it necessary to withdraw your child please arrange to come to school and discuss your concerns with the Headteacher.

In the event of a child being withdrawn from a lesson that child must stay in school and will be assigned to another class until the sex education lesson is over.

A detailed Sex Education policy document is available in school.
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The National Curriculum

The National Curriculum Applies to pupils of compulsory school age in maintained schools. It is organised on the basis of four Key Stages, which are as follows :

In England the following subjects form a apart of the National Curriculum at Key Stages 1 and 2 :

English, Mathematics, Science, Information Technology, Design and Technology, History, Geography, Art, Music and Physical Education.

Religious Education is also a compulsory subject and Devon has an agreed syllabus for this.

From September 1999 the school has been required to teach one hour of literacy          ( English ) each day following the requrements of the National Literacy Project and in addition to this there will be daily session of numercy ( maths ) following the requirements of the National Numeracy Project.

Each subject has a detailed programme of study which is drawn from a variety of places including National Literacy and Numeracy Guidelines and materials supplied by the DfEE. This outlines what should be taught and when.
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English at Bradworthy School

Since September 1998 the school has been following the guidelines set out in The National Literacy Strategy. This is a statute requirement of all maintained schools in England and Wales. Specific details of The National Literacy Strategy are available in school.
Reading

The development of reading skills is one of the most important aspects of a child’s educational development.

The school uses the Ginn Reading Scheme as its main reading resource but in addition to this we also encourage the children to read a wide range of both fiction and non-fiction books.

It is of great benefit to the children if their parents are able to spare a short period of time ( perhaps 15 minutes ) to share a book each evening, especially with younger children. All children have reading record books which should travel between home and school each day. 

Reading is a valued and high profile activity which accesses the whole of the curriculum.
The children should:
· Relate reading to their own experiences and environment

· Have a daily opportunity to read silently or share books with the realisation that reading time is valuable and should occupy everyone’s attention, including that of the teacher

· Acquire research skills necessary for the use of dictionaries, atlases and other information books and resources

· Develop the ability to read aloud to others

· Be able to discuss books they have read, relating to plot, characters and themes

· Acquire an increasingly large sight vocabulary

· Be able to bring in books from home and to share them with others

· Be encouraged, through the reading schemes, to continue the reading process at home

· Recognise that reading is an essential part of all areas of learning

· Gain confidence and enjoyment to promote lifelong reading

Writing

The development of the ability to write in a fluent and legible way is most important.

We seek to provide an environment where the children are encouraged to write for a variety of purposes in an encouraging an supportive environment.

We seek to promote a high level of quality content and in addition to this we understand and promote the importance of spelling, punctuation, grammar and handwriting.
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The children should:

· Experience a wide range of writing activities, to include both chronological and non-chronological writing

· Relate writing to their own experiences and environment

· Discuss their writing frequently, talking about the various types and purposes of writing

· Be aware of the need to write legibly and to use layout and space effectively to aid the reader

· Experience grammatical vocabulary such as: sentence, verb, tense, noun, adjective, pronoun etc. Both in the context of their own writing and through specifically designed activities

· Read examples of ‘good’ writing in various forms and beginning to recognise the criteria for such writing

· Have experience of and become accustomed to drafting and redrafting their work

· Write in response to a wide range of stimuli

· Become increasingly aware of the role of reference books such as dictionaries and thesauruses

· Become increasingly aware of the correct modes of punctuation and spelling through the learning of rules and some rote learning of common exceptions

Speaking and Listening

In school we seek to give children opportunities for a variety of speaking and listening situations within the classroom, including collaborative discussion work, debates and question and answer sessions.

It is only through practice that children’s confidence grows and they start to become able speakers in front of different audiences.

We are aware that listening is a skill which increasingly needs to be taught to children and we provide specifically designed activities to this end.

The children should:
· Listen and respond to stories, poems and rhymes

· Participate in discussions and debates with and to different audiences

· Respond orally to varied stimuli, (for example radio, television, visitors)

· Discuss and evaluate their own work with peers and adults

· Collaboratively plan activities and role-play activities

· Retell stories and poems which are known by heart

· Respond to increasingly complex instructions, ask and answer questions and justify actions and opinions
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Mathematics at Bradworthy CP School

Mathematics is a core subject within National Curriculum.

Since Autumn 1998 Bradworthy School has been following the guidelines laid out in the National Numeracy Project which will became statute in September 1999.

Mathematics at Bradworthy is generally taught as a separate subject and is planned and timetabled in each class so that it is taught each day of the week for at least 50 minutes. 

Mathematics through topic is not timetabled as a subject on a weekly basis, but only as appropriate to a particular topic.

Within the scheme of work, learning activities are sequenced to ensure progression. This may be by means of direct teaching to the class or small groups, or by providing direct experiences in practical tasks through using a wide range of equipment and resources.

Within classes children are taught:
· As a class – the children will work on their mental maths skills for a period of 10 - 15 minutes every day.

· In groups – in general the children will be taught in groups appropriate to their mathematics ability. 

· Individually - sometimes it is important for children to work alone either because they have some need which cannot be addressed as a part of a group or simply because this way of working is appropriate to a task.

Throughout all aspects of class organisation and teaching style, every effort is made to differentiate work so that it is matched to the individual or group.

The Ginn Mathematics Scheme is used as the core resource for the teaching of Mathematics. Teachers also use their own teacher-prepared materials and other resources as appropriate. Appropriate resources are kept in the classrooms.

Key Stage 2 children will usually have a homework task each week, in the form of mental mathematics work, learning tables or a problem solving or investigative activity. Occasionally, Year 2 children may have homework.

The children Bradworthy School will:
· Experience a balanced range of mathematical activities as an integral part of the whole school curriculum

· Have opportunities to develop basic mathematical skills, concepts, attitudes and knowledge appropriate to the development of the child

· Have opportunities to acquire, practise and develop mathematical skills

· Have opportunities to work in a variety of ways, class, group, individually, depending on the task

· Have access to practical tasks which will enable them to develop mathematical language

· Be able to perform basic operations and apply them in a variety of situations

The children’s progress in Mathematics is assessed by class teachers as a normal part of their day-to-day work so that a child’s future development can be planned.

The children are formally assessed on entry to the school using Devon Baseline materials and at the end of Years 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 using SAT materials.

SAT results are reported formally to parents at the end of Years 2 and 6 and general progress in Mathematics each year as apart of the child’s annual school report.

Science at Bradworthy CP School

Science is a core subject in the National Curriculum and as such it is taught weekly.

Science is taught as a subject in its own right through whole class topics based on the Science areas of study : 

· Life and Living Processes

· Physical Processes

· Materials

At Bradworthy School we follow the programme of study outlined in the DfEE’s Science publication.

The aims of Science are: 

· To enable children to develop their knowledge and understanding of the world they live in, through investigation of that world

· To provide a Science Curriculum which is broad, balanced, relevant and differentiated

· To fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for Science

· To ensure the progressive development of scientific concepts, knowledge, skills and attitudes

· Enable children to work scientifically in a range of appropriate contexts using a wide variety of materials and equipment

· To promote positive attitudes towards, and enthusiasm for, Science work in school

In the teaching and learning of science there are a number of objectives:

· To provide a balanced range of scientific activities as an integral part of the whole school curriculum

· To ensure continuity and progression in science work from Reception to Year Six by means of careful, structured planning

· To incorporate opportunities to develop basic scientific skills, attitudes and knowledge appropriate to the development of the child

· To provide opportunities for children to acquire, practice and develop scientific skills and strategies through a carefully structured activity based programme centred on investigations

· To provide flexible ways of working including class, group and individual

· To provide opportunities for children and staff to share and develop ideas and respect each others’ views

· To develop children’s natural curiosity about themselves and their world and use this to foster positive attitudes to scientific learning

· To provide first-hand experiences which help children to understand themselves and the world they live in

· To build upon the experiences children bring to science and develop them in a wide range of contexts

· To build up children’s confidence and competence when working in science

· To encourage children to work in an increasingly independent way and develop their own research skills

The children’s development in science is assessed by their class teacher during and at the end of each topic so that the child’s future development can be planned for.

Science is assessed formally at the end of each school year using SAT materials where they are available. 

The children’s progress is reported on in their annual reports and National Curriculum levels are formally reported at the end of Years 2 and 6.
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Information Technology at Bradworthy CP School

Information Technology is a subject in National Curriculum in its own right, and is a cross curricular skill used to support the rest of the subjects. 

It is split into communicating and handling information and controlling and modelling. 

We aim to :
· To give all children at Bradworthy School access to all areas of Information Technology

· To offer all children the opportunity to have reached their level in Information Technology as specified in the Information Technology National Curriculum

· To use the computer in order to support and develop other learning which

is taking place within the classroom

· To develop Information Technology as a cross-curricular tool

· To build up children’s competence and confidence when working in Information Technology

· To provide a range of experiences to develop Information Technology skills across the five strands

· To ensure that all children have access to, and experience of, appropriate hardware and software to enable them to achieve the highest level of competence and understanding

· To enable children to work together and share ideas

In the teaching and learning of Information Technology children will have the opportunity to use the computer or other devices to:

· Manipulate and present text so as to convey a message effectively

· Store and retrieve information

· Plan a set of instructions, enter them into the computer, and manipulate them to achieve a desired end

· Experience computer control encountered in every day life 

· Detect patterns and relationships and form and test simple hypotheses 

· Present and develop graphics and musical skills

· Communicate with other users in distant locations for a variety of reasons using            E-Mail and the Internet

The school benefits from a recently installed computer network suite. The network consists of nine PCs controlled by a Server and linked, via an ISDN2 line, to the Internet.

Each class has two hour long timetabled slots each week and this allows every child in the school the opportunity for at least an hours work on the computer every week.

At other times of the week, when the suite is free, individual children, or small groups from any of the classes use the equipment on a first come first served basis.

We encourage children in Key Stage 2, and particularly in Class 4, to use our computer equipment during lunch breaks and after school, either in support of their school work or out of personal interest.

Our work with children in Information Technology is greatly supported by a number of parents who give up their time to come into school. We are always happy to receive any offers of help in this area. 
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Design and Technology at Bradworthy CP School
The aims of Design and Technology at  are:

· To provide opportunities for children to experience designing, making and modifying

· To enable children to work in a range of appropriate contexts (home, school, community, recreation, business, industry) using a wide variety of materials, including card, textiles, construction materials and food

· To promote positive attitudes towards and enthusiasm for Design and Technology work in school

· To provide hands-on experience where the real world can be investigated, changed and perhaps improved

· To encourage a healthy attitude to safety through correct procedures involved when using tools and equipment

· To follow the National Curriculum Technology and ensure a well balanced coverage of all aspects of Design and Technology

· To develop children’s Design and Technology capability through practical activities, where children are encouraged to discuss and analyse their work to justify the ideas, materials and techniques they have used to propose modifications and improvements

Design and Technology is taught through a combination of direct teaching to introduce new skills, and providing pupils with real experiences through appropriate contexts. There are practical activities for pupils, educational visits, use of teacher prepared material, every day items and other resources such as TV and IT where appropriate.

Design Technology is not usually taught each week but rather it is arranged into blocks of work, often linked to topic work or work in science or art, which are taught intensively over short periods of time.

Over their time at Bradworthy they will have repeated experiences of projects involving :

· Food 

· Textiles

· Construction Kits and other Construction Materials

· Structures

· Mechanisms

· Graphics

Which ever area the children are working in they will always be involved in different aspects of the design process, i.e. Find a need for a design, design a solution, build or make, evaluate and suggest improvements.
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History at Bradworthy CP School
Work in History follows the structure of the National Curriculum being based on the Programmes of Study, Attainment Targets and Level Descriptions. Work in History is divided into Key Stages and organised into levels of increasing challenge.

History work at  Bradworthy School is organised into topics at both Key Stage I and Key Stage 2. These topics are set down in the annual topic plans for each year group. At Key Stage 1, History topics are integrated with many other curriculum areas, whilst at Key Stage 2 they are mainly based on the core and supplementary study units for National Curriculum History and so provide opportunities for work of a more single subject nature. However, in both Key Stages, History is identified and valued as a subject in its own right, even when it is taught within an integrated topic. 

Wherever possible the Programmes of Study for History are enriched by looking at the History of the local and regional area and how this relates to British and World History.

People with an interest in or expertise in a particular topic or area of history may be invited into school to work with the children. Such visitors may include parents, grandparents, other family members, neighbours and the local community.

The requirements of the National Curriculum and the age and ability of the children in school leads to the use of the following types of resources:

Artefacts, Pictures and photographs, Music, Adults talking about the past, Written sources including documents and printed sources, Buildings and sites, Computer-based materials, Stories, myths and legends.

History provides opportunities for certain specialist teaching materials. These include:

The use of fieldwork, Educational visits to museums and other sites,

Computer-generated simulation activities.

When we are teaching history we have a number of objectives for the children :

· To develop an awareness of the nature and use of evidence

· To develop a sense of chronology and time

· To build up knowledge of events and people from the past

· To appreciate thoughts, beliefs, motives and actions of people in the past

· To develop and use correctly historical language and a vocabulary of historical terms

· To build a framework of historical facts

· To encourage children to interpret, explain and ask historical questions, for example Why did this happen? How do we know this is true?

Geography at Bradworthy CP School
The National Curriculum Programmes of Study call for children to be educated geographically in the areas of: 

· Geographical skills such as map reading

· Places such as the local area, another place in Britain, St Lucia and India

· Themes such as weather, rivers and environmental change

Work in Geography follows the requirements of the National Curriculum Programmes of Study and the Level Descriptions. The Geography Curriculum is divided into key stages and is organised into levels of increasing challenge and acquisition of geographical skills.

The children work at levels appropriate to their ability. Geography is not taught on a weekly basis, rather it is taught in blocks of more intensive study which are delivered at different times of the year.

Key Stage 1 pupils should be able to:

· Acquire knowledge of the range of the places and themes required by the Programme of Study 

· Recognise, describe and compare places and geographical features

·  Offer their own explanations for places and geographical features 

· Express and justify their personal preferences about features of places 

· Develop and use appropriate geographical skills to investigate places and themes

Key Stage 2 pupils should be able to:

· Acquire knowledge of a range of places and themes at local to national scale

· Describe and offer explanations for the characteristics of places, and their similarities and differences

· Identify, describe and offer explanations for physical and human processes

· Appreciate the effects of physical and human processes on places and geographical patterns

· Appreciate the relationships between people and their environment, and describe and offer explanations for the ways in which environments can be managed

· Apply geographical knowledge and understanding learned in one context to other studies at the same scale

· Develop and use appropriate geographical skills to investigate aspects of local and more distant physical and human environments

At Bradworthy School the importance of geographical enquiry is appreciated. 
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Music at Bradworthy CP School
Children Bradworthy School follow the National Curriculum for Music and work at levels appropriate to their ability.

The children will have the opportunity to:

· Discuss and appraise musical activities through an experience of both the performance of live and recorded music by peers and professional musicians

· Explore the main elements of music, for example high/low, loud/quiet, long/short, fast/slow, texture, structure quality of sound, rhythm and beat

· Explore rhythmic and melodic ideas

· Compose music for a variety of purposes and audiences

· Perform music to a variety of audiences

· Move or dance in response to a wide range of music

· Write their own musical compositions using symbols to record these

· Explore and experiment with a variety of sounds and silence

· Learn and join in with a wide variety of songs and rhymes

· Discover and explore links between music and other subjects

The school currently employs a specialist teacher, Mr Dave Dawson, who is responsible for the delivery of curriculum music.

Singing practice takes place each Wednesday morning when the whole school gathers to sing a variety of different songs.

Individual music tuition can be arranged by the school. The children being taught during school hours by a visiting tutor.

The performance of music by children in school is an activity which we greatly encourage and we try to ensure that this happens as much as possible.

In addition to these experiences extra‑curricular clubs may be offered to enhance the music curriculum. We are able to offer recorder club and choir.

We are always very pleased to hear from any parents with a musical talent who feel they are able to help us in school. Particularly those willing to run, or help run, any clubs.
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Art at Bradworthy CP School
Art education should:

· Foster the individual child’s creative ability and develop the technical skills necessary to bring them to their full potential

· Help children explore the world at first hand using all their senses and experimentation and so gain knowledge and understanding of the world in which they live

· Develop confidence, value and pleasure in Art

· Develop children’s aesthetic awareness and enable them to make informed judgements about Art

· Be used to express their own ideas, feelings, thoughts and experiences

· Develop children’s design capability

· Develop children’s ability to value the contribution made by other artists, craftworkers and designers and respond critically and imaginatively to ideas, images and objects of many kinds and from many cultures

In order to achieve these aims Art is organised into a combination of modules and topics as laid out in the School’s Scheme of Work. There will be opportunities for single subject study and integration into topic work.
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Physical Education at Bradworthy CP School
The aims of PE are:

· To develop a range of physical skills

· To develop stamina and strength

· To express ideas in dance form

· To develop an appreciation of fair play, honest competition and good sportsmanship

· To develop an appreciation of the aesthetic qualities of movement

· 
To learn how to co-operate with each other and work successfully in pairs, groups and teams

· 
To develop physical and mental co-ordination, self control and confidence

· 
To develop self-confidence through the understanding of one’s own capabilities and limitations

· To provide opportunities for a wide experience of all six physical activities in the National Curriculum

· To motivate each child so that they retain a lifelong interest in all aspects of PE and recognise the importance of living and maintaining a healthy life

PE is taught as a separate subject although specific areas, for example, dance and outdoor education may be limited to topic work. The subject is timetabled with each class having one hall session, with the exception of Years 5 and 6 who use one lesson to go swimming.

Children at Bradworthy School will experience a range of different activities :

· Games ( such as football, netball, tag rugby, cricket, rounders, hockey and tennis )

· Gymnastics

· Dance

· Swimming

· Athletics

Children at Key Stage 1 will have at least three 30 minute sessions each week, either outside or in the hall as weather allows.

Children at Key Stage 2 will have at least two 45 minute sessions  ( one of which is outside ) and one 30 minute session each week.

All children benefit from 10 swimming lessons each year which take place at Holsworthy Leisure Centre. We regard learning to swim as an essential life skill and this provision is well beyond the requirements of the national curriculum. These lessons, and the transport needed to get the children to Holsworthy, are expensive and although the school subsidises them quite heavily parents are asked to contribute.

All children will have the opportunity for equal access to the PE curriculum and a child’s gender shall have no bearing on this.

The school offers a range of sporting activities ( such as football, netball, tag rugby and cross country running ) outside of the curriculum both at lunch time and after school. The children are encouraged to join in as many of these activities as they wish.

Please note the PE kit requirements contained in this prospectus.
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Religious Education at Bradworthy School
At Bradworthy School it has been agreed that having taken into account the requirements and guidelines presented in the Agreed Syllabus, and following discussion with all the teaching staff, the following religions have been selected for study.

· Christianity

· Judaism

· Hinduism 

· Islam, Buddhism, Sikhism

At Bradworthy School the teaching of Religious Education according to the Agreed Syllabus is approached with the following principles in mind.

There are no presumptions made as to the religious backgrounds and beliefs and values of the children and the staff. We value the religious background of all members of the school community and hope that this will encourage individuals to share their own experiences with others freely. All religions and their communities are treated with respect and sensitivity and we value the links which are and can be made between home, school and a faith community. We acknowledge that each religion studied can contribute to the education of all our pupils. We promote teaching in Religious Education that stresses open enquiry and first-hand experiences wherever possible for both staff and children. The syllabus is implemented in school by means of a highly sensory approach, where children may look at and handle religious artefacts, hear religious music or taste food from a religious tradition.

As a result of the way in which the curriculum is organised at each Key Stage and in each Year Group, the amount of time allocated to Religious Education in any week may differ. Religious Education may be provided in a ‘whole block’ or the time may be divided up into smaller sessions. However, over the whole year class teachers and the RE Curriculum Team endeavour to ensure that all children have equal access to the required amount of Religious Education curriculum time.

It is recognised that parents have the right to withdraw their child from Religious Education – in its entirety or in part. If a parent chooses to withdraw their child from Religious Education then arrangements are made for that child to be withdrawn during Religious Education lessons by the class teacher in consultation with the Headteacher.
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Assessment 

At  Bradworthy School the key purpose of assessment is to move children on in their learning. Continued monitoring of each child’s progress gives a clear picture of what each child is doing. It is important that the teacher knows what has been remembered, what skills have been acquired and what concepts have been understood. This enables teachers to reflect on what children are doing and informs their future planning. The outcomes of our assessments will help children become involved in raising their own expectations, celebrating their own achievement and increasing their self-motivation. Our assessments also provide information for others including:

· Parents to show progress/concerns, and involve them in the teaching process 

· Other teachers help them to plan and gain informed views

· Outside agencies to provide hard evidence of attainment

· Special Needs Co-ordinator to provide hard evidence of attainment

The children are encouraged to make their own self assessment in consultation with teachers and to set targets for their future development.

Base line assessments are made, and reported, just after a child starts in our reception class.   SAT tests will also taken by children in years 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6. Results will be reported to parents formally in years 2 and 6.

Planning

Our curriculum plans are based on a two year rolloing programme which covers all aspects of the National Curriculum, The Literacy and Numeracy Programmes of Study , Religious Education and Personal, Social and Moral Education.

Initial and long-term plans are completed termly or half-termly and a copy given to the Headteacher. Individual subject plans are given to the relevant co-ordinators. A copy of each teacher’s Long-term plans are kept on record at the end of the term once they have been evaluated.

Short-term plans are completed each week and activities, resources, assessment opportunities and evaluations are included. 

Daily plans are completed by individual teachers, these vary from teacher to teacher. 

Reporting

The report format provides opportunities for comments by:

· Child 

· Class teacher

· Parent 

· Headteacher
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This report is shared by the teacher with each child. It belongs to the child.

Our reports are summative and informative, they provide information on children’s progress and achievements throughout the school year. The reports are written towards the end of the summer term . They follow the agreed procedures laid down by legislation and report all legal requirements. A child’s attendance record is noted, as well as authorised and unauthorised absences, at this time. Opportunity is given for parents to discuss the report with the class teacher.

Parent meetings takeplace during the autumn and summer terms each year, but parents should feel free to contact their child’s class teacher at any time.
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Out of School Clubs / Extra Curricula Activities

Children who are staying after school for a club will have a 15 minute break between 3.30 and 3.45pm. If your child is staying for a sports club they can use this time to get ready.

It is hoped to increase the number of activities we offer and are keen to hear from any parents who feel they are able to run, or help run, any clubs either at lunch time or after school.

Both the school sport’s teams and choir are involved with inter -school meetings.

We will always try to give you as much notice as we can when your child is involved in these meetings. Usually the child will bring home a note and then tell us verbally in school whether or not they can take part.

We are only able to visit other schools with the help of parents who provide transport and we are most grateful for their support.

If your child ever needs a lift to one of these meetings we can arrange for them to go with a member of staff or another parent and we will make sure they are brought back to school, or preferably taken home, afterwards. 

Please feel free to let us know if you ever need transport as we are more than happy to help whenever we can.
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Drama and Music

Over the last few years the school has bee very involved in drama and musical activities both as a result of our curriculum work and after school clubs.

In the last few years we have written, produced and performed large scale Christmas musicals which have involved the whole school, and which we have performed in a packed village hall for up to 250 people.

We have performed versions of Scrooge, Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, The Jungle Book, The Yellow Submarine and Fantastic Mr Fox.

Other musical work has involved children writing and rehearsing and adapting musical compositions before going on to produce CDs in a local recording studio.

Our Year 5 and 6 children also regularly take part in the Devon Youth Prom. In spring 2003 they wrote and produced a five minute musical based on the “Vile Victorians” which they performed at the Queen’s Hall Theatre in Barnstaple in front of an audience of 1000 people.
School Trips

At Bradworthy we firmly believe in the importance of enriching the children’s educational and general development through school trips.

These are sometimes day trips linked directly to a certain aspect of the curriculum, for example visiting the beach as a part of a coastal study.

We have also developed a range of residential visits which we offer each year to children in Key Stage 2. We make every effort to ensure that the children are provided with as many varied experiences as possible whilst on these trips and to keep costs as low as possible the school is committed to subsidising them as heavily as they can. In 2002 / 2003 the school supported trips with an allocation of £ 2000.

While children are in Years 3 and 4 they have the opportunity to go on two three day residential visits to Plymouth and Bristol. 

The children visit places like Morwellham Quay ( Victorian Mine ), The National Aquarium, The Plymouth Dome, The Roman Baths in Bath, @Bristol and Bristol Zoo. They also go dry slope skiing, ice skating, bowling and take part in laserquest.

While children are in Years 5 and 6 they have the chance to go on two five day visits to London and North Wales. 

A few of the places that the children visit include the London Eye, The Tower of London, The Tate, The Natural History Museum, The Planetarium, The Houses of Parliament, Blists Hill Victorian Town, Baumaris Castle, court and Gaol, and Alton Towers and Thorpe Park Theme Parks.

The children also visit the theatre in London ( to see the Lion King last time we    went ), go dry slope skiing, ice skating, rock climbing and mountain walking                   ( including an ascent of Snowdon ).  
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Insurance

The Authority is insured against its legal liability for any injury, loss or damage caused to pupils as a result of negligence on its part or that of its employees, servants or agents.

Pupils attending the Authority’s schools and colleges are not insured against personal injury or accident while on educational premises or taking part in recognised activities outside the school college.

The Authority expects all employees, pupils and students to accept full responsibility for their personal possessions, including money and to consider taking out insurance themselves to cover any risks.

Charging Policy for School Activities

In accordance with the Education Reform Act of 1988 the Governors have the following charging policy. 

The Governors will not charge for any activity which takes place within school time with the exception of individual instrumental tuition. The may however invite parents to make voluntary contributions towards these activities.

The Governors will charge for any activity provided wholly or mainly outside school hours, as long as these activities are optional extras.

The Governors may charge for the purchase of certain materials involved in some activities, eg. Cookery. This will be made clear to parents before the activity commences.

No child will be left out of any activity because his or her parents cannot or will not make a contribution of any kind although certain activities may not proceed if not enough voluntary contributions are made.

More details of the Governors’ and Local Authority’s charging policy may be seen at the school.

Complaints Procedure

The Headteacher is always available to talk to parents about the school’s curriculum or any other matters that may be of concern to parents. We hope that all parents feel welcome in school and able to approach us over any matter. 

There is a formal process for the consideration of any complaints but we hope that problems can be sorted out without recourse to these.

In accordance with Section 23 (1) of the Education Reform Act 1988 the Governors have made the following arrangements for the consideration of complaints about the curriculum. 
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Any parent who believes that the Local Education Authority or the school governing body is failing to provide the National Curriculum or any other curriculum duties should communicate with a parent governor. If the matter cannot be resolved by discussion between the governor, the Headteacher and the parent the matter will be referred to the Governor’s Curriculum Sub-committee for their deliberation and then if necessary to the full Governing body.

Wherever possible we will obviously attempt to remain open but in some circumstances the school may be forced to close. Where possible the Headteacher and the Chair of Governors will consult each other and then inform the Area Education Office .

The Headteacher will also inform Radio Devon and Lantern FM who will broadcast up-to-date lists of closed schools. If we are not listed you can assume we are open. 

It will remain the responsibility of parents to assess weather conditions and make decisions about whether or not it is safe to travel to school. Police advice on this matter is usually broadcast on local radio. If you take the decision that it is not safe for your child to travel to school the school will support your decision completely.

Should the school be forced to close during the day you will be informed by telephone. Parents of children who travel to school by bus will be informed first but children will not be released from school early unless contact has been made with a parent or another named contact person.
