	How is the Risk Going to be Controlled ?

	Group Supervision
	· We have a supervision ratio of 1 adult for every 8 children which is far greater than required.

· The children will be supervised by male and female leaders.

· The children will be organised into small groups for moving around and each group will have an appointed adult leader.

· The children will wear their normal summer uniform so they can be easily supervised ( no activities require anything else unless noted below ). 

· All children will be expected to behave in a polite and well mannered way and will take full account of all instructions given them by group leaders or those with responsibility for their safety.

· All children will be expected to show respect for other people.

	Moving Around
	· The children will move only with their adult group leader who is responsible for a small group.

· We will not cross roads as a big group but in our small groups.

· When groups leave the bus they will stand with their group leader.

· Adults and children will consider group safety at all times.

	On the Coach
	· Seatbelts will be worn and children will remain seated whist the coach is in movement.

· Where necessary adults will move to children who need them. 

	At the Hostel
	· Fire regulations will be clearly explained to children and adults.

· Hostel rules will be explained clearly to children and adults.

· Children will not be allowed out of the hostel, other than into the secure garden area, unless accompanied by an adult.

· The hostel is only used by youth groups. 

· The children will lock their rooms when out of the hostel and at night.

· The children will be made aware of the location of the adult’s rooms. The adults will patrol the hostel after the children have gone to bed and before they do.

· The children will not be left unsupervised in the hostel at any time.

	Getting Lost
	· Procedures will be explained to the children

      (eg. stand still and wait, ask uniformed people for help, make

        sure you know where we are staying ).

	Medical
	· The appropriate form must be filled in for all medicines to be administered on the trip.

· At least one of the adult leaders will have a first aid qualification.

· Adult leaders will be made aware of all medical issues by parents before we leave.

	Health and Safety Policy
	· The hostel and places we visit will have their own rules and H&S policies and we will take account of them and follow them at all times.

	Information
	· Parents will fill in consent forms which make us aware of any relevant issues. This information will be available to leaders.
