Dear Parents, 

Swimming

Next Wednesday ( 9th September ) the children in Years 5 and 6 will begin their swimming lessons at Holsworthy Leisure Centre. The children will receive 10 lessons during the Autumn Term. 

Each week we will leave school at 2.30pm and we will return at 4.40pm, the children being transported to and from school by coach.

You can of course collect your child / children from Holsworthy leisure Centre if you wish.

The children will obviously need a costume and towel and if their hair is long they must either wear a swimming hat or ensure that their hair is tied back behind their head.

It is our intention to ask parents to contribute towards the cost of these lessons. 

When we include the costs of swimming, tuition and transport we reach a total cost of nearly £4.50 per child per lesson and this is obviously an amount of money which the school cannot afford from its own funds.

 It is our intention to ask parents to contribute £2 per child per lesson which means that the school is offering a subsidy of well over 50%. This is the same amount as in previous years because we have decided to bear the increasing costs of things like transport ourselves, rather than ask parents for more money at a time when everyone is “feeling the pinch”.

We are happy for you to pay in a lump sum (cheques payable to DCC) or weekly in cash.

This is the only way in which we can offer swimming to all children each year and we firmly believe that all children should have access to lessons each year.

If any parents do not want their child / children to swim this is acceptable but I would be grateful if you would speak to me confidentially if this is the case. 

It is the governor’s policy to ask parents to help cover the cost of certain school activities. This said we try to avoid asking parents for contributions where-ever possible and it is school policy to offer subsidies where we can so that costs to parents are kept to a minimum.

In line with our policy the contributions that we are asking for are voluntary however I must point out that if we do not receive sufficient contributions the activity cannot run.

If you would prefer not to make a contribution, please come and speak to me confidentially.

It is our intention to offer swimming lessons for the rest of the children later on this school year as we have done in previous years.
